Course Objectives/L.earning Outcomes

To introduce students to fundamental principles, theories, and techniques of acting.
Through the use of theatre games, exercises, and character/script analysis students will
experience the physical, vocal, emotional, and technical preparation required to assure the
success of a theatrical performance. Students will become familiar with basic theatre
terminology and protocol. Working in groups, with partners, or singly; students will
explore their dramatic and theatrical potential through study and application of basic
acting techniques as put forth by Constantin Stanislavski and other performance theorists.
Using known theatre texts they shall attain working knowledge of the research and
analysis required in preparation for a performance.

Topical Outline/Units
The course syllabus is a general plan for the course; deviations announced to the class by
the instructor may be necessary.

Units: The classroom time will be divided into three areas, lecture, exercises, and scene
assignments. The exercises, exploring various acting techniques will be done in class
and will be discussed/critiqued. The scene assignments will be taken from scripts
assigned to students and will require work outside of class.



Evaluation: ~ Students will be asked to participate fully in classroom/lab setting. It will
require much physical work and will involve close physical contact with other students.
20% of student’s grade is based on his willingness and ability to participate in class
exercises and discussion. If it is thought that students’ are not reading material in a timely
manner the professor will give pop quizzes and/or assign essays. Each student will have
two scenes and a monologue to prepare for class. These scenes will each have a number
of components that will be covered in graded homework assignments. This grading will
cover Paperwork, Script Analysis, Character Preparation, Knowledge of Material,
Memorization, Justification of Choices, Use of Techniques Learned in Class, Effort,
Focus, Concentration, Cooperation with Scene Partner, and Ethics. Scene assignments
will be 10% and 15% of student’s grade. Monologue will be 15%. Students will also be
required to see all theatre productions in the fall semester (Sordid Lives, War of the
Worlds, Urinetown) and be required to write two papers evaluating aspects of these
performances. Each paper is 10% of grade. A final test, practical and written, will be
worth 20% of grade.

Attendance: Attendance is Mandatory. Due to the lab ensemble structure of this course
all students must be in attendance at all times. Each unexcused absence lowers 1/2 of
your final letter grade. Only excused medical or emergency absences will be tolerated
and evidence of such must be submitted in writing from proper authorities.
Assignments/Class participation that is missed for excused absences must be made up at
the next class. Assignments/Class participation that is missed due to an unexcused
absence will result in a zero grade and may not be made up.

After accumulating two unexcused absences the professor will drop the student from the
course.

If you are involved in any special school functions, sporting events, etc., which may
require you to miss a class please inform professor asap.

Absence for a religious holiday is permitted with at least one week’s notice prior to
absence.

Punctuality: Students who arrive late are disruptive and disrespectful to their peers who
have made the effort to arrive on time. You are considered late if you arrive after the roll
has been taken and completed. Two tardies equal one unexcused absence and the same
rules apply as above.

Extra Credit: Since collaboration is at the heart of performance, students who act in
scenes for directing students or volunteer to work on productions will be given extra
credit. This must be arranged with professor. Other types of extra credit are available
but MUST be arranged with professor.

Grading Criteria:

Though grading a student’s work in an acting class is the subjective right of the professor
there are concrete goals that the student can strive to meet in pursuing a particular grade.

A: Excellent—Always well prepared, extensive outside preparation. Actively pursues
improvement and highly self motivated. Student makes significant growth in skills and
knowledge during semester. Active, positive contributor to class. Punctual, always
present.

B: Very Good—Always prepared. Notable outside preparation. Pursues improvement
and self motivated. Notable growth in skills and knowledge during semester. Positive
contributor to class. Punctual, always present.

C: Acceptable to Good. Generally prepared. Acceptable outside preparation. Interested
in improvement and often self motivated. Shows some growth in skills and knowledge
during semester. Often contributes to class. Punctual, always present.

D: (Failing for Majors) Mostly Unacceptable. Often not prepared. Shows little outside
preparation. Shows little interest in improvement and is rarely self motivated. Very little
skill and knowledge growth during semester. Seldom contributes to class and has
negative attitude. Sometimes late, some absences.

F: Unacceptable. Rarely prepared. Lacks outside preparation. Virtually no interest in
improvement and not motivated. Virtually no growth in skills and knowledge. Does not
contribute to class, negative attitude. Not punctual, several absences.

Miscellaneous:

Students are required to maintain a “prompt book™ for this class that contains all scene
work materials. (See attached) A three ring binder is great. These can then be handed in
when assignments are due.

All written work must be TYPED or it will not be accepted. Scored scenes may be
handwritten but must be legible.

Class will always begin with a full physical and vocal warmup. Please be prepared for
this. Wear clothing suitable for movement and floor work. Bare feet is best, tennis shoes
are ok, dance shoes are great. No sandals, clogs, or heels of any kind. You will not be
allowed to participate and will receive an absence if not dressed suitably for class.

It is strongly suggested you have a bottle of water with you. NO food is allowed in room.



Students are asked to restore room to its original state at the end of class.
The nature of this course requires that physical contact often occur with fellow students.
Also, on occasion the professor may need to adjust body parts for alignment, tension,

breath, or staging purposes. Please see me privately ASAP if this presents a problem.

Plays for the theatre sometimes contain strong language or situations that some might
consider offensive. Please see me privately ASAP if this presents a problem.

If you have a disability or physical injury that hinders you from participating in class

activities please see me privately ASAP.

“Production Book” Requirements

Every person involved in a production should create their own production book.
The production book is for YOU.

It is where you keep all vital information pertaining to your performance---script,
blocking notes, analysis, research, articles, pictures, rehearsal notes, notes from the
director, rehearsal schedules...etc.

Don’t just compile information for me to look at....do the work to make your
performance the best it can be. Ask questions and go find the answers.

Please hand in all of the following at the time you perform your scene and/or monologue.
Except for markings on script this MUST be typed.

Note: Much of this information should be discussed and agreed upon by scene partners.
But each person must hand in their own book.

Plain Copy of Script.

State the theme/spine of the scene.

State the motivating desire/super objective of the character.

Copy of script with beats ,objectives and tactics marked.

At least 3 Actions marked/Scored.

Character Analysis completed

Character/Play/Author/Past Production Research Attached.

A short essay (1 page max) describing your process and discoveries in developing this
character/scene.
